1. National Cheng Kung University*

Small Group Classes

Textbook: Practical Audio-Visual Chinese.

Hanyu pinyin Romanization and traditional characters are used as
the principal written codes of instruction.

10 hours of task-based activities which require the completion of
one topic per week.

Students from
foreign nationals eligible for visa-exempt entry will be granted a 90-day
visa-exempt entry at the airport upon arrival in Taiwan.®

® If you staying in Taiwan more than your visa expiration date, you need to apply
for a Taiwanese visa. Students may use Admission Letter to apply for Taiwanese
visa.
